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INSTRUCTIONS FOR AUTHORS OF PROCEEDING PAPERS
General
· Paper size should be standard A4 (210 ( 297 mm).
· Paper length should be 4 to 6 pages, including figures, tables, references, and appendices.
· See the attached sample pages.
Fonts

· Title – 14pt. Bold Century
· Authors’ Names – 12 pt. Century

· Affiliations – 9pt. Italic Century
· Abstract – 9pt. Century
· Keywords – 9pt. Italic Century
· Text – 10pt. Century
· Captions – 9pt. Century
· Main Headings – 11pt. Bold Century
· Subheadings – 10pt. Bold Century
· Sub-subheadings – 10pt. Underlined Bold Century
*Not only “Century” but also “Times New Roman” is acceptable.
Manuscript Elements (in order)

· Main Body – Begin typing where you see the line “1. INTRODUCTION”.

· Acknowledgment (if applicable)

· References – see below
· Appendices (if applicable)

Headings

· Main Headings should be typed in capital letters, flush to the left with one line of space above and below.

· Subheadings should be typed with the initial letter of the first word capitalized, flush to the left with one line of space above. The text should be indented.

· Sub-subheadings should be indented, underlined, and followed by a period, space, and the beginning of the text. Leave one line of space above the sub-subheading.

Line Spacing
· Text should be single-spaced.
· New paragraphs should be indented 3 spaces.

Equations

· Equations and formulae should be typewritten whenever possible and should be numbered consecutively in parentheses on the right hand side of the page. One line of space should be left between an equation and the main text.

Units

· SI units should be used in all texts, tables and figures.

Illustrations

· All artwork, graphs, and tables should be pasted in the appropriate positions. They should be reduced to one-column width if possible, otherwise they may be extended over two columns – in this case, be careful to clarify the continuity of the text.

· Figure captions and any explanatory legends should appear centered and below the figure. Leave one line of space between the caption and the figure. Example:

Fig. 3 Schematic of the modified LDV systems.

(1) Photomultiplier (2) Beam splitter

· Type the titles of tables centered above the table and leave one line of space between the title and table. Example:

Table 4
Comparisons of two models.
· Each illustration should have one line of space above and below.

· All figures and tables should be in numerical order in the text.

References

Within the text, references should be typed in numerical order according to their order of appearance and should be listed at the end of the manuscript with the Main Heading – REFERENCES. In the text, type the corresponding reference number(s) in brackets.

Example:
It was shown by Gao [3,4] that the stress decreases under these conditions.
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Submission Method
· Both of a manuscript file and a PDF file of your paper should be saved on a CD-R disk.

· When you convert your original file to the PDF file, all fonts should be embedded.

· If you cannot make a PDF file, please send only your original electronic file saved in a CD-R disk. (Microsoft Word is preferred to make the file.)

· In the label on the case for your CD-R, please write the registration number sent to you by our e-mail, corresponding author’s name with e-mail address, paper title, file name, the name and version of the word processor software, and OS of your computer.
· Also, please print a hard-copy of your file and write the author’s name and page number in the upper right hand corner of each sheet using a pencil.

· As for the hard-copy, the paper size can be either standard A4 (210 ( 297 mm) or US Letter (8.5 ( 11”). (The electric file must be A4.)
· The CD-R disk, one printed copy, and signed copyright form should be submitted to:
